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Brief Outline Department 
The department has 30 faculty members with research interests in all branches of chemistry including boron chemistry, coordination and organometallic chemistry, electrochemistry, fullerenes and self-assembly, heterogeneous catalysis, main group chemistry, nanochemistry, polymers, solid state chemistry, synthetic organic chemistry, and theoretical chemistry and spectroscopy. 

Teaching & Research Activities 
The department runs active teaching and research programs that include 2 years M.Sc, Ph.D programmes. It has currently about 60 M.Sc Students and about 120 PhD students working in all branches of chemistry. The faculties spend considerable amount of time on B.Tech teaching as well. Advanced and special courses are being offered continuously in emerging areas of research to M.Sc, Ph.D and B, Tech students. 
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
