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Brief Outline Department 
The Department of Chemistry, lIT Bombay, started in 1965, is a major center for teaching and research in Chemical Sciences. The central instrumental facilities of the department, created with the support from the institute and funding agencies like DST, cater not only to the members of the department, but also to external users. 


Teaching & Research Activities 

There are about 49 M.Sc. students in post-B.Sc. 2-year M.Sc. program and 61 in a unique post-higher secondary (10 + 2) five year integrated M.Sc. program. The department also has a strong Ph.D. program with around 125 Ph.D. students working with 28 faculty members with interests encompassing all major sub-disciplines of chemistry.
