Facilities Created 

a) Central calibration facility for different instruments used in various laboratories of the department has been created. Experiments on calibration and error analysis of an instrument can be done. 
b) Experimental facilities to give HV engineering concepts to UG.and PG students as well as research scholars in different areas of specialization like Power system, Electrical Machines etc have been created. 
c) Experimental facilities with laboratory model of real time SCADA system is going to be created. This will help in-depth study in the context of power management and electrical energy conservation. 
d) Experimental facilities of testing motors in the range of 1 to 5 HP (both DC and AC, single and three phase) under steady state and transient conditions as per IS/IEEE specification have been created.
