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Brief Outline Department

The Department of Mathematics, Indian Institute of Science, is a leading research center in pure and applied mathematics. Various research areas where work is currently going on include: Algebraic Geometry, Commutative Algebra, Algebraic Topology, Differential Geometry, Coding Theory. Functional Analysis, Harmonic Analysis, Several Complex Variables, Partial Differential Equations. Dynamical System, Geometric Mechanics, Nonlinear Waves. Applied Probability, Stochastic Processes, Statistical Learning Theory, Mathematical Finance. Currently the department has sixteen faculty members, 9 Ph.D. Research and 11 Integrated Ph.D. students. They have published papers in reputed journals during the year 2004-05. 

Teaching and Research Activities


The faculty of this department are actively involved in research and teaching in the areas of specialization mentioned above. The department offers various 200 and 300 level courses for its Ph.D. and Int. Ph.D Students every year. Besides this, service courses are also given to Engineering students of the Institute. An Indo-French Cyber University project has been initiated under an MOU signed between IISc and Toulouse University Network, France. Four courses in applied mathematics are being offered in the current year under the Cyber University project using satellite communication. Each course is taught by faculty from both India and France. Additional courses will be offered subsequently.
